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PARENT AWARD - Frank White  

was born and grew up in  

Chesterfield, South Carolina, where 

he graduated from Chesterfield High 

School.  He then attended the  

University of South Carolina where 

he received a bachelorôs degree in 

social and behavioral sciences and a 

masters degree from the College of 

Education. After graduation, he 

worked for the Chesterfield County 

School District and then joined the 

SC Department of Education in 

1978. During his thirty-three years there, he worked in the areas of   

attendance, guidance, adult education, after-school childcare, and  

community and parental involvement and partnerships. The National  

Dropout Prevention Network awarded him the Governor Dick Riley Award 

for his work in dropout prevention. 
 

Frank and his family live in Columbia where they have always been  

active supporters of Richland One. His older son is a graduate of A.C.  

Flora High School, and his younger son is a senior there and elected  

president of the AC Flora student body. 
 

Frank has been an ardent supporter of ROCC since its inception. Before his 

retirement, Frank represented the SC Department of Education on ROCC 

but he also represented ROCC as a very vocal and supportive  

parent.  In addition to providing anti-drug  information to AC Flora, he also 

shared ROCC preventative messages and increased drug awareness with 

the following  organizations: Greater Columbia Community  

Relations Council, SC Association of Attendance Supervisors,  

SC Association of School Social Workers, SC Character Education  

Partnership, Hold Out the Lifeline (a program of the SC Primary  

Healthcare Association), Columbia Luncheon Club, SC Interfaith  

Community Services, and also made numerous community involvement 

presentations with various school districts across the state.  He used ROCC 

as an example of an outstanding community involvement initiative and 

encouraged other districts to begin similar coalitions. 
 

Because Mr. White is dedicated to educating parents and the broader  

community about the dangers of underage drinking and drug use and  

protecting the students in Richland One, he is the recipient of the ROCC 

2012 Parent Award. 

SCHOOL AWARDS - ROCC is able to accomplish its objectives and make a  

positive impact on the youth and Richland One community only because of  

numerous dedicated partners.  Before ROCC applied for federal funding in 2005, 

select middle and high schools in Richland One agreed to collect  student risk  

behavior data.  Since then, three Richland One middle schools have consistently 

participated in the biannual administration of the student survey.  Their surveys 

have provided trend data that are helpful as ROCC crafts anti-drug projects and 

campaigns to benefit all Richland One youth and the community at large. Because 

Hopkins Middle, St. Andrews Middle and W.A. Perry Middle schools recognize the 

negative impact drugs and alcohol have on the educational pursuits of youth and 

consistently work to help protect the future of Richland One youth, they are the 

recipients of the ROCC 2012 School Award.
